Participatory Deliberative rule by people chosen by lot

Groups of people randomly chosen by a lottery from among volunteers interested in
particular topics / sectoral issues, to sit on a ‘functional working group’ for a defined
term (eg two years), using informed deliberative methods to make collective
decisions for the broader society on policy and program questions within the scope of
these sectors.
